Retesting:  Students that do not pass a test will not retest but will have the opportunity to do test corrections and earn a passing grade of 70.  Students will have up to 3 school days to come after school to make the test corrections.
Assignment/homework:  All assignments and other material are only collected once a week in a folder provided by me. Since all material is turned in just once a week this allows the student to make up missed work or to redo an assignment to improve the grade.  Once the folder is turned in the grade received is final.

Late Policy:  Assignments (homework/practice): 1 day minus 15 points; 2 days minus 30 points; 3 days minus 45 points 

Absences:  Students will have the same number of days they were absent to complete any make-up work, homework and/or assessments. IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE STUDENTS TO FIND OUT WHAT THEY MISSED WHEN THEY WERE ABSENT!! 
Textbook(s): Students will be issued a textbook (Holt – Mathematics Course 3) that is for home use. There is a class set in my room for use during class time.  In addition, there will be 2 consumable books given (a Practice Workbook and a Lab Manual) that will remain in the classroom as well (since the student does not have a locker).
